What is “Counter”?

Expression such as “a sheet of (paper)” and “a cup of (coffee)
are called “counters”

Certain things have certain “counters/measure words" that
you use to count them

There are hundreds of Japanese counters, most of which are
used for counting several different things

Some objects can also have several different counters

Some counter are pronounced differently depending on the
number in front of them
